Autism Community Center
Founders of the Autism Community Center shared their personal stories, mission, location, information, support, background and connection events of the Autism Community Store. Additionally, their annual Autism Resource Fair is growing every year, and the feedback is overwhelmingly positive. The council praised the efforts of the center and all of their work within the community.


RMHS Updates
Case Management Agency Update
Conflict Free Case Management legislative updates for Case Management and Single-Entry Point are being updated to one contract. 20 regions with a case management agency assigned to each region. RMHS submitted for Denver/Adams because we could only submit up to 25% and that equates to 23%. We have unofficially won Denver/Adams, no official contract signed yet. The new contract looks very different compared to years past, with rolling implementation with go live dates in November, January and July. Metro would all go live at the same time, with the opportunity to choose their own Case Management agency. So far messaging hasn’t allowed for choice or having the ability to change upon being assigned a Case Management agency.


CAC Updates
The council agreed to cancel July’s meeting and to discuss holding a mini retreat for members to meet in person and review external initiatives, review roles and responsibilities of council members and potentially meeting new members in August. Pam will not be able to chair past November and requests another council member will need to be appointed.
